Air pollution from motor vehicles has long been known to adversely affect our health. We now know that tailpipe emissions are a major source of greenhouse gases. For many reasons we urge EPA to regulate aggressively all motor vehicle air pollutants, and to abandon the proposal to repeal existing requirements for cleaner vehicles.
